"Between Marat and Sade": Rethinking
Student Protest in the Authoritarian
context of the European South

This talk aims to discuss the main ideo-
logical and (counter) cultural character-
istics of the Greek, Spanish and Portu-
guese student mobilisations against

the respective dictatorships during the
so-called Long Sixties. It highlights their
affinities, as well as their relation to the
simultaneous protest waves taking place
in Western Europe and the US around
1968. The paper will demonstrate that in
these three cases similar governmental
measures by the authoritarian regimes
prompted comparable reactions by
movements from below. At the same
time, it will aim to highlight how the
intellectual stimuli coming from the in-
ternational 1968, including the transna-
tional diffusion of revolutionary cultural
manifestations, shaped an anti-regime
protest culture with shared characteris-
tics in Greece, Spain and Portugal. Lastly,
the talk will focus on the differences and
mainly on the absence of a culminating
eventin Spain and Portugal of the calibre
of the Polytechnic uprising in Greece,
which subsequently affected the culture
of protest and the commemoration of
events in the post-dictatorship years.

From Athens to Paris: Greek Filmmakers
resisting the dictatorship

In this overview | will briefly present a
scheme that | have come up with through
my broader research on the role of the
young generation of Greek filmmakers
during the 1967-1974 dictatorship. | will
follow them in two cities, Athens and Par-
is. | will refer to artists, films and ways
of resistance; to the climate that had
been formed before the dictatorship, and
that encouraged new voices to enter the
scene; to the changes imposed after the
21st of April, the severe censorship, and
the physical hardships of these filmmak-
ers, just to mention two examples, by
arrests, imprisonments, exiles, trials and
torture. Some of them escaped abroad,
namely in Paris, and participated in the
resistance, which aimed to encourage
the democrats in Greece, to raise the
awareness of the Europeans, to unveil
the real image instead of the idyllic one
that the regime intended to create for
itself.

Capturing and Reenacting the 1973 Poly-
technic uprising on film: Albert Coerant’ s
and Dimitris Makris ‘s documentaries

From 14 to 17 November 1973, Albert
Coerant —the Belgian and Dutch TV
correspondent in Athens at the time
—and his crew clandestinely filmed the
students’ uprising (the Athens Poly-
technic Uprising) against the junta; the
documentary that Coerant made out

of this material constitutes one of the
rare visual evidence of the November
1973 events. Soon after Coerant's work,
Dimitris Makris, a young Greek filmmaker
then studying in Italy, reenacted the
Polytechnic events in his docudrama Edo
Polytechneio (Here is the Polytechnic).
Italian students and artists contributed
to the making of Makris's film, the Italian
anti-fascist politician Umberto Terracini
was the narrator in the Italian version of
it, and Alekos Panagoulis—a symbolic
figure of the fight against the Greek
junta—uwas the narrator in the Greek
version. This presentation will examine
these two significant films about the
Polytechnic Uprising, paying attention
to their contribution to documenting and
interpreting the 1973 students’revolt.

Literature, cinema and youth culture
during the 1960s and 1970s in Greece:

Modern Greek prose texts published
during the 1960s and 1970s often
criticize the oppression of the state, or
that of family, especially in the lives

of young individuals. They bring forth
demands that seem to draw from the rise
of youth movements worldwide. In my
presentation | will discuss the interplay
of Greek prose texts with cinema, and the
paradigm of the New Waves (in France,
Great Britain, USSR, etc). The intermedial
discussion of literary excerpts will show
that cinematic references are employed
in these texts as a way to build effective
implications, that evaded the various
forms of censorship. Finally, my pre-
sentation will pose the question of the
interrelation between literature, cinema,
youth culture and youth activism during
this period.

The pent-up spirit of anti-junta
resistance found cultural expressionin
the literary works of the younger genera-
tion, children’s literature and the cinema,
releasing a repressed energy and the
liberal spirit that had been put on hold
during the dictatorship. Drawing from the
recent publication in Greek of the work
of |. Dimitrkakis and A. Natsina (eds],
Metapolitefsi 1974-1981: Literature

and Cultural History (2021), this paper
summarizes the major research findings
that are of interest to the conference,

The Greek Junta and historical fiction
for children at the crossroads of political
education and historical memory

Historical culture is the product of
complex interaction between historiog-
raphy, school history and popular history
(Carretero, 2017). Historical fiction for
young readers constitutes part of this
culture; such fiction explores sensitive
issues which in the past were considered
taboo in history (Le Goff 1990). Based
on a corpus of books for children and
the young, published in the aftermath

of the restoration of democracy till to
date, we look into the narrative devices
employed for the literary representation
of the seven-year dictatorship in Greece
(e.g., allegory, humour, remembrance
writing). This kind of fiction raises
complex questions: to what extent does
pedagogical censorship intervene in the
presentation of contemporary histo-

ry? And, as a consequence, what is the
political attitude dictated as part of the
wider politicization implicitly targeted at
young readers?

History Education during the colonels’ dictatorship

The formation of the social and national
consciousness of Greek citizens, accord-
ing to the “ideals” of the Greek junta,
was the main concern of the educational
policy of the dictatorship of the colonels.
Thus, the 1964 education reform (to the
extent that it had been institutionalized)
was immediately abolished (Emergency
Act 129/1967) with the coup d'itat, and
education was rapidly organized on new
ideological axes and pre-1964 structural
and administrative schemes: Govern-
ment Gazette 163/1967; 239/1968;
218/1969; 225/1969. The above-men-
tioned concernis enshrined in the

aims of education, as formulated in the
respective educational legislation and in
the contents of the curricula and time-
tables, and is highlighted by the density
of circulars and “teaching instructions”,
which ensure the “faithful” implemen-
tation of educational policy and the

control of educational/teaching practice.

A characteristic feature of the contents
of the 1969 explicit curriculum, which
eventually was implemented throughout
the dictatorship (as the 1973 curriculum
was neither ratified nor implemented),

is the emphasis placed on the teaching
of “social subjects” (History, Geography,
Religion, Philosophy); greater than the
emphasis on the antiquarian subjects —
common to all history curricula up to this
period. These subjects take up 20% of the
weekly teaching hours in the timetable
(antiquarian 15%). In this context, the
history subject- perhaps more so than
other “social subjects” - becomes of
major importance for the regime and its
educational (and wider) objectives. This
paper will therefore focus on the purpos-
es of the history education during this
period, on the selection and extent of
the subject’s contents that seem to be of
“special interest” to the regime, linking
this analysis to the legitimation of the
regime in the consciousness of the stu-
dents and the guidance / control of their
social / political collective actions.

Sonic Violence and Acoustic Witnessing
in the Detention Centres of the Dictator-
shipin Greece (1967—-1974)

Carceral sites are forms of institutional
of power; they are also sites of strug-
gle(s). In such settings music, sound and
silence can transform space and time for
detainees either negatively or positively,
or both. Tuning into the soundscapes

of detention, turning ourselves into
ear-witnesses to the extent that we can,
allows us to see the workings of carceral
power but also the dynamic of the sonic
experience. Focusing on the experiences
of young political prisoners, this paper
investigates the soundscapes of Ath-
ens-based detention sites during the mil-
itary dictatorship in Greece. It explores
new, coercive interrogation techniques
practiced by the regime, to which sound
is integral. At the same time, it discusses
the ways in which music and sound be-
come the means of acoustic witnessing
for political prisoners, reclaiming agency
and (political) subjectivity.

Censorship mechanism in the dictator-
ship of the Colonels: Continuities and
discontinuities in practices of social
surveillance and discipline

This paper provides a historical over-
view of censorship based on archival
research in the General State Archives

of Greece which host the archive of the
General Secretariat of Press and Infor-
mation, a state institution that, up to the
Restoration of Democracy, exercised
preventive censorship in film, music and
theatre. The right of the state to define
and control the content of cultural pro-
duction has been taken for granted since
the first half of the 20th century, yet
the dictatorship attempted to bring this
production under its absolute control,
systematizing regulatory censorship and
extending the informal one. The Colonels
regime thus left an impressive legacy of
archival material related to censorship
as well as documents of surveillance
practices that were occasionally used.
The paper documents acts and forms of
censorship reconstructing state dis-
course in arts and contextualizing the
state censorship apparatus.

The
focus of this paper will be on changes in
the institution’s disciplinary policy under
an authoritarian regime such as the
seven-year military dictatorship. [t will
first highlight the effects of the junta’s
suffocating control within the institution
on the number of cases and nature of
student misconduct. Secondly, it will try
to point out how the development of the
student movement against the dicta-
torship led to the closer cooperation of
the university with the law enforcement
authorities.

«Hanging the ax» of discipline. The Higher Education Policy of the April Dictatorship in
Greece and Students' resistance to the Dictatorship

The proposed paper analyzes the main components, ideological features and practic-
es that constitute the (overall) educational and specifically, the university policy of
the April Dictatorship in Greece (1967-1974).

The analysis of the relevant research material shows that this policy was character-

ized by:

e theintention to redefine the relations of the Universities with the («occupied»)
State,

e the coordinated effort to insert specific ideological authoritarian interpretations
in the Discourses and Policies for Higher Education and consequently, in the
reform efforts of the Dictatorship,

e theinstitutionalization of a new economy of power based on control technolo-
gies which favored the formation of (ideologically over-determined) discipline
and extended state intervention into every aspect of the Higher Education
Institutions,

e the construction of a surveillance, punishment, control and discipline framework,
strictly demarcated and authoritarian.

Simultaneously, this policy aimed a) at an extensive criminalization of behavior, as
well as of the “non-nationalistic” and ideologically “un-orthodox” thinking in Universi-
ties and in other Educational Institutions, b) at the reduction of any degree of teach-
ing staff's and students’ autonomuy, and c) at the promotion of some alleged- osten-
sible, seemingly «liberal», measures and proposals. The ultimate objective was both
these specific measures and the overall (authoritarian) university policy to become
feasible (legitimizing- permissible strategy) and subsequently implemented.

In addition, students' (persistent, influential and multi-level) resistance (at the level

of both Discourse and Political Action) to the University «Reforms» attempted by the

April Dictatorship, as well as against the Dictatorship per se and subsequently to the

State and Constitutional infringement, will be also analytically examined and contex-

tualized.

The Antidictatorial Student Movement:
Physiognomy and effective action

The anti-dictatorial Student Movement
emerged in January 1972, after the dis-
mantling of most of the illegal resistance
organizations. Its activities, organization
and operation are not similar to those of
the resistance organizations. It struc-
tures its self-organization from the bot-
tom-up. It operates in a direct democrat-
ic manner, visibly and en mass. Itis not
determined by political centres outside
of the student community. It detects its
modes of action by surprising the repres-
sive mechanisms, and, at the same time,
surprising itself. Within it, and after its
inception, left-wing student resistance
organizations are created, and are de-
termined more by the movement, which
they themselves create, rather than by
their political party guidance. The func-
tion of its self-organization, whose units
function in a coordinating way and not
authoritatively, ensures the unity of the
movement, its wide expansion and, by
extension, its effective action.

The anti-dictatorial activism in Greece
The minority of the Polytechneion: Emer-
gence - Conflict - Integration

On 21 April 1967, the junta imposed itself
by force, without obtaining the consent
of the Greek people. The Polytechnic
uprising of November 1973 was a mile-
stone in the anti-dictatorship struggle,
led mainly by young students. The
research tests the hypothesis whether
the Polytechnic uprising is an act of
minority, and whether the participants
in the revolt acted as an active minority.
Three historical moments are present-
ed: the emergence, the conflict and the
integration. The process of emergence
of the Polytechnic minority is traced to
the post-war expansion of educational
mechanisms and the formation of the
students as a historical subject (identi-
ty). In the conflict phase, the three social
opponents are defined: the participants
in the revolt/a minority - the military
regime/power - the Greek people/pop-
ulation, the stakes of the conflict, the
relations established between them
and the behaviors that were adopted.
Finally, integration is linked to the idea
that, when the goals of the minority are
fulfilled, the latter transforms into a
dominant social group.

Student movement, student unrest, student resistance in Greece during the 20th
century. A discussion with starting point the 21st April 1967 dictatorship

Students leading role and dynamic involvement, were key factors in putting an end to
the April 21st, 1967 dictatorship in Greece. Being a major turn point in modern Greek
history, this immediately gave rise to discussions on the role of the so called “student
movement” and its relation to political developments through the course of coming
years. Under the circumstances, contemporary studies began to unify earlier student
activities on the whole. Temporarily, according to the dominant viewpoint, students
were attributed a continuous progressive attitude (ideologically and practically).
Today, richer archival records, as well as further elaborated understanding, allows
researchers to reconsider this position. Furthermore, international discussions about
the interventionist -political and social- character of student action, have emerged.
As from the 1980s and onwards, this shift was supported by the development of the
history of universities research field. Greek student activities are considered com-
paratively, while integrated into the international context. Actually, this is linked to
considerations within homocentric circles: protests against university issues, actions
for political decisions in democratic regimes, resistance to authoritarian regimes.

This presentation aims to disengage Greek students’ resistance against the April
21st, 1967 dictatorship from other student actions of the past. It also aims at promot-
ing it as a leading action of conscious political intervention, with well-defined orienta-
tion, as well as a broad impact. Nonetheless, it associates with similar actions within
fascist regimes in other countries (indicatively: Spain, Portugal). Finally, it aspires to
disengage from a sterile form of co-examination with other actions which showed a
dissimilar structure, as well as scope.

youth during the Regime of the Colonels.
Young people without political activity,
people who never had an interest about
the American underground culture,
members of the working class who cared
only about their families and their jobs.
These are not the neglected children,
these are the “bastards” of the academic
History, maybe because itis not easy to
document their life or to deal with their
cultural identities and political impact.

Lessons from May 1968
The 21st April Dictatorship view on youth
uprisings

The dictatorship of April 21, at least the
circles that aspired to shape its ideology,
closely followed the events of May 1968
in France. They tried to understand them,
based on their own authoritarian and
anti-communist perception, and subse-
quently to use them to their advantage,
to design their own domestic policies.

In this paper, we will first present the
articles of the Free World, the foremost
pro-regime newspaper of that period,
and we will analyze how the uprising

was represented day by day. Next, we
present Georgios Georgalas' book, The
Crisis of Consumer Society, published in
1971.Init, Georgalas, who at the time
was trying to rise to the top echelons of
the dictatorial government, attempts a
comprehensive analysis of the ‘decline’
of Western society. According to Geoga-
las the youth uprisings that had occurred
in the previous years were a fundamen-
tal symptom of this decline. Accordingly,
it proposes solutions for Greece to deal
with similar problems.

These texts produced by supporters and
functionaries of the regime allow us to
ask questions about the ideology and the
cultural environment of the dictatorship,
its strategy in terms of communication
both at home and abroad.

Politics as resistance, the resistance as
politics: (re)Jconstructions of the collec-
tive past through individual narratives

The presentation examines testimonies
of individuals who participated in the
uprising of the Polytechnic University in
November 1973. It analyses the narra-
tive and rhetorical strategies by which
these events are (reJconstructed and
their specific meanings are formed. The
study focuses on various meanings of
the resistance, as well as on represen-
tations of the historical experience that
renders the “Polytechnic” a decisive
milestone: both individually (formative
socialization event) and collectively (a
top event of mass political mobilization).
Emphasis is placed on storytelling that
forms the uniqueness of the “Polytech-
nic" and seeks to protect it from (later)
political exploitations (the political situa-
tion and developments after the collapse
of dictatorship; the armed struggle on
behalf of the “Polytechnic”; the political
violence; the specific interpretations of
the historical events in the uprising of
the Polytechnic University, etc).

The Political Context: Contentious Politics
and Movement OQutcomes in the Greek
60s

My goal in this —still evolving— re-
search is to employ contemporary
Contentious-Politics theory to shed light
(highlight, problematize and explicate)
features of the Greek 60s: a period
extremely rich in causal mechanisms
characterizing social protest but also
processes pertaining both to democra-
tization and its opposite (democratic
hollowing). The cognitive orientation,
however, is bi-directional: it involves
exploring both how theory helps us
understand the Greek case, and how
the Greek case helps us refine theory.

Throughout the
processes addressed, the role of youth
mobilization has been of paramount im-
portance.

The repressive equilibrium in dictatorial
Greece: informal broadenings and formal
milestones of youth mobilization

The various manifestations of civil soci-
ety - illegal movement organizations, le-
gal challengers, informal collectives, and
the anti-dictatorial student movement -
have emerged and acted at different his-
torical junctures, presenting a diversity
in their repertoire of action in correspon-
dence to the regime’s shifting oppres-
sion practices. The colonels themselves
notedly used the term «liberalization»
[fileleftheropeisi] since the beginning of
their rule, even before it was established
in international literature as a factor

of democratization. Their attempt of a
controlled political liberalization stimu-
lated the adaptive reflexes of collective
challengers, especially within the youth,
who swiftly interpreted the partial state
disengagement from the public sphere
as a political opportunity and adjusted
their resistance practices accordingly.
This equilibrium between state oppres-
sion and youth mobilization eventually
led to the Polytechnic student uprising, a
major political event of the Greek transi-
tional experience.

The actions of youth anti-dictatorship organizations abroad and within the country:
the cases of EPES (Association des Etudiants Hellenes de Paris) and the PAQOS (Panhel-
lenic Anti-Dictatorship Students Organization) “Rigas Feraios”

The attitude of Greek society towards the dictatorial regime is one of the least
studied fields of the Third Hellenic Republic. In the “Metapolitefsis” (post-Junta era),
in the resistance narrative, Youth was on center stage, especially during the Athens
Polytechnic uprising. That describes the «myth» of resistance, on a symbolic level; as
it was the beginning of the fall of the military dictatorship. The limited literature and
the scattered empirical evidence document two resistance poles: one abroad (mass
and dynamic) and one within the country (limited and sporadic). Also, the role of the
international personalities and collectives in strengthening the resistance movement
and in the delegitimization of the regime is highlighted. This paper will attempt to
illuminate aspects of Youth resistance, by focusing on the first period of the “Junta”
(1967-1971); in this period the regime tried to stabilize and legitimize itself. Our aim
is to map the communication channels, the coordination forms of the resistance
actions of Youth organizations that acted inside the country and abroad and the
initiatives they undertook for the internationalization of the “Greek issue”. Based on
the research findings, we will evaluate the efficacy, the limits and the contradictions
of their actions.

We will examine through the political, ideological, cultural and theoretical context
the demands and repertoire of actions of the youth movement in comparison with
the pro-dictatorship era. The EPES (Association des Itudiants Hellenes de Paris) and
the PAOS (Panhellenic Anti-Dictatorship Students Organization) “Rigas Feraios" are
our case studies. Both organizations developed in the early dictatorship era and had
remarkable anti-Junta activity and established communication networks. In both
cases, the current research is lacking significant empirical evidence of their actions.
Our study was based on the thematic analysis of their publications (magazines,
newspapers etc.) and interviews with their leaders. The findings of the research aim
to contribute to understanding the processes of transition from authoritarian regime
and the political-institutional arrangements that laid the foundations of the Third

Anti-dictatorial struggle, young and older
Greek migrants in West Germany and the
Politicisation of Music

This paper examines the emotional expe-
riences connected with the entehno laiko
music composed by Mikis Theodorakis
that was immensely popularamong a
significant proportion of Greek migrants
of diverse ages living in West Germany in
1967-1974. Drawing on the conceptual
framework put forth by Barbara Rosen-
wein, the presentation argues that the
performance of those songs was condu-
cive to the making of a (trans)national
emotional community. On the one hand,
initially for Greek left-wingers and, after
1967, also for Greek centrists, who resid-
ed in West Germany, collective singing of
music composed by Theodorakis served
as a means of ‘overcoming fear’ and
forging committed militants who strug-
gled for the social and political trans-
formation of their country of origin. On
the other, from the late 1960s onwards
those migrants increasingly enacted this
emotional community with local activists
from West Germany as well.

On the threshold of two worlds: Greek
students and the anti-dictatorial struggle
in Western Europe (1967-1974)

During 1967-1974, the activism of a
significant part of youth in Greece,
especially the students, focused on the
resistance against the dictatorial regime.
Their contribution, despite the lack of
freedoms and the brutality of the author-
ities, was crucial in the development of
the anti-dictatorial struggle. But how did
the fact of the overthrow of the democra-
cyin Greece affect and set new condi-
tions in the claims of Greek students who
at that time were studying abroad? This
question is particularly important if we
take into account that the «long ‘60s,
especially in Western Europe, were
characterized by the emergence of new
social movements, which were main-

ly associated with the youth and the
student world. The announcement will
outline the characteristics of the Greek
student movement and the anti-dictator-
ship struggle as it was formed in Western
Europe, focusing on the examples of En-
gland, France, West Germany and Italy.

The process of European integration in
Greece and youth activism during and

after the military dictatorship of 1967-
1974

In June 1961 the Greek government

and the European Economic Community
(EEC) signed an Association Agreement.
This was the first Association Agreement
concluded by the EEC. This Agreement,
which was essentially the first step in
Greece's path to the accession to the
European Community, «froze» with the
imposition of the military dictatorship
in Greece (April 1967) and redeveloped
after the restoration of democracy
(July 1974). Although Greece finally
joined the EECin 1981 the effects of the
dictatorship to the country's integration
to European economy were devastating.
In this paper we examine how European
integration was perceived and dealt

by youth activism and the students’
movement during the dictatorship and
until the first years of the democratic
restoration.
